 It is one of the most excruci-
ating doctrines that Jesus of 
Nazareth taught. A doctrine 
that most celebrity charismatic 
ministries despise and strive 
to unravel. It is the doctrine 
that runs against the grain of 
our very nature; it is the doc-
trine of self-renunciation, self-
denial. Jesus makes it quite 
clear that we must deny our-
selves, and He doesn’t leave it 
open to speculation. 
 
John the Baptist understood it, 
as did Paul; this painful teach-
ing that we should die to our 
desires and yield to the very 
desires of the Father. There is 
no way out. Unless the grain of 
wheat goes through that proc-
ess of ceasing to be a mere 
grain of wheat, it abides alone. 
It has to die, cease to be in the 
form that it currently is, and 

then it can undergo the mira-
cle of transformation.  

While the birds of the field may 
enjoy an ordinary grain of 
wheat, it will not satisfy even a 
single bird, let alone will it 
make a loaf of bread. So we 
are aware of this demand of 
the Lord, yet it is the one thing 
we struggle so valiantly to
